The past half year has been really hard. Fines, police harassment, no clients, fear of

getting sick and no help coming. Homeless people weren’t housed during corona. There
was no water or food passed out. Bars and cafés closed, leaving people without
bathrooms, no way to charge their phones gr to get some food and water.

| am very happy today that we are so many here today. But I do have to ask: where was
everyone in march, april, mai, june, july, august....

The numbers are rising and we do not know yet what the winter months will hold. When

you go home, please don't forget our trans siblings and colleagues that are working on
the street, that are homeless, that need to work even if there are fines, that don’t have

access to money from the government or have money saved. Please think of how you can
reach out to marginalized members of our community.
